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Carvmg 8 Legacy on Chmdféagu

Within the walls of the Miles Hancock workshop
at the Museum of Chincoteague Island, local carv-
er Bradford Bradach was hard at work on a sunny
Saturday afternoon sanding his wooden work of art,
which upon its completion would be one of two yel-
lowlegs that will perch on a piece of driftwood he
picked up around the island.

Bradach started with another local wood crafts-
man, Billy Crockett, and has been carving for about
10 years. His finished, antique-style yellowleg carv-
ings were on display on the table beside his work-
station, along with the work in progress piece in
what he says is a “less-is-more” concept—these will
be left unpainted, whereas the antique-style birds
are painted to look like the traditional feathering.
Also on display were different pieces of cedar to
show the various steps in the carving process, from
a block of wood and sketch to the step where the
head is drilled and a dowel that will be the bird’s
bill is attached.

The old apprentice system, Bradach mentions, is
how many carvers on the island got their start.

“Jimmy Bowden started with Miles Hancock him-
self, splitting cottonwood with wedges and sledge-
hammers, and then after he got everything split and
it was dry and ready to work, he would chop the bod-
ies up for Miles. Then once you got enough bodies un-
der your belt--that’s basically how they were taught
and how they learned. The old apprentice system,”
said Bradach. Bowden was in the workshop earlier
in the afternoon, and will be back in the workstation
Saturday, Aug. 24.

The legendary Hancock (1887-1974) made his
way to Chincoteague at the age of seven from Dela-
ware with his family. He got his carving start help-
ing prolific decoy and shorebird carver Ira Hudson
and Hancock, as described by Bradach, got his start
in the same “old apprentice system” by helping with
the bodies and then evolving from there. He began

carving seriously for more than just personal use in
the mid 1920s, making them from cottonwood, cedar,
and balsa, and he crafted mostly ducks from the At-
lantic such as black ducks, bluebills, canvasbacks, buf-
flehead’s, goldeneyes, red-breasted and hooded mer-
gansers, and pintails, as well as Canada geese, brant,
and sometimes swans. Hancock’s signature, and what

is most distinctively noticed by modern decoy collec-
tors, is his primitive, folk-art style and the way he
fashioned his ducks with a broad, flat-bottomed body
and flat, paddle-shaped tails, because he did not pre-
fer the round-bottomed decoys local carvers made, as
they rolled back and forth too much in the water. By
the time of his death, it is estimated that he crafted
over 20,000 decoys. He left such a mark in the indus-
try that he even made an appearance in the “Misty of
Chincoteague” movie, making a cameo as himself, a
decoy carver, on the silver screen.

In the fall of 2017, Hancock’s workshop was do-
nated by the Beitzel family to the Museum of Chin-
coteague Island from the location of his former
home about a mile away on Deep Hole Road. The
building was restored and made into a permanent
exhibit, with the Eastern Shore of Virginia Commu-
nity Foundation awarding the museum a $30,000
grant to help with the move and restoration of the
little slice of Chincoteague history. Today, visitors
can go inside the workshop and see the very spot
where Hancock sat and constructed his unique de-
coys, which has been left in its original form on the
left side of the building, and every Saturday after-
noon in the summer months, meet and watch lo-
cal carvers during the decoy making process. This
Saturday, stop in to chat with Bowden himself, and
Aug. 31, the workshop will host David W. Farlow
Jr. from noon to 3 p.m. Past carvers have included
Bobby Umplett, James Johnson, Roe Terry, Arthur
Leonard, Zach Jester, Rich Smoker, Larry Beau-
champ, Caroll Lee Marshall, and John Walls.

“There is a connection that exists between decoy
carving and Chincoteague as a community that re-
lates to Chincoteague’s very identity. This can be
seen in the placement of decoys in restaurants, ho-
tels, and homes throughout the island.

Let me just start off by saying, Is-
abella is one happy camper (literal-
ly!) after this week. We got to check
out the highly anticipated KOA
campground and Maui Jack’s Water-
park, which she has been very impa-
tiently waiting to do since last sum-
mer.

If
you are looking to slide in just for
a few hours and possibly beat peak
park hours, grab a pass either on-
line or at the gate and show proof
of your zipcode to get 50 percent off
a day pass. Aug. 24 is “Maui Jack’s
Gives Back: Manna Café and Move-
ment Mortgage” from 10 a.m. to 6
p.m, with admission down to $15

per person, and there will be a non-
perishable food drive in front of
the park. Make sure to wear lots
of sunblock. There are cabanas you
can rent, but not much shade else-
where, other than umbrellas here
and there. There are also life vests
available for children under 48
inches. Although Bella can swim, I
still made her wear one just for my
peace of mind, but there are also
lifeguards on site.

Parents—you can enjoy Kekos Bar
& Grill and grab a nice, cold, adult
beverage on North Shore Beach, and
they even offer specials. The lazy
river is great, but Bella, of course,
preferred all the slides. There was
one set of slides with two straight
down slides, and then another set
with twirlie ones, which Bella pre-
ferred. There is also an area tailored
more towards kids where you can sit
in the lounge chairs and relax.

The waterpark is located at the
entrance of the KOA campground
on Maddox, which is convenient for
those who would rather stay within
walking distance of everything they
would like to do while on the island.

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rants in the area, and the mini golf
courses and arcade are also right
around the corner.

We really wanted to try out the
new Safari Tents, which take camp-
ing to the “glamping” level, but they
were booked up. We went with good
ol‘ fashioned tent camping, and if
you have an outdoorsy kid like mine,
they will love being able to sleep out
in the elements, roast some marsh-
mallows by the fire, and just enjoy
the all the little things the camp-
ground has to offer. Other than the
Safari rentals, they also have cab-
ins available, as well as RV hookups,
and two types of tent camping spots.
We were just short of this special,
but if you stay Aug. 26-29, campers
will receive two free one-day passes

to Maui Jack’s. They also offer a trol-
ley shuttle to the refuge.

There are many kid-friendly ac-
tivities that little ones to bigger
ones of all ages can enjoy, including
a playground, jump pillow (which
was a favorite of my kid), kayak and
paddle board tours, bike rentals,
pool, fishing, and an activity cen-
ter. They have themed weekends to
make the experience even more fun
for the family, with this weekend’s
theme being Disco Dance Party, with
1979-themed games.

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As we approach the last full week of
August, we are starting to see the be-
ginning of a seasonal transition in the
fishing action. Red drum and speck-
led trout numbers in the lower bay are
on the increase, as are spot numbers
throughout the Chesapeake Bay. Off-
shore, wahoo catches are on the rise.
Barring any major storms or disrup-
tive cold fronts, anglers should enjoy
some of the best fishing activity of the
year for the next five to six weeks, un-
til cooling water temperatures start to
trigger some of the warmer water spe-
cies into their seasonal migrations off-
shore and to more southern waters.

Chincoteague - Jimmy Vasiliou,
at Captain Steve’s Bait & Tackle, re-
ported that the surf was producing
catches of spot and kingfish/whiting.
A citation 27.5-inch Spanish macker-
el was landed off the Main Street Pier,
where croaker, a few keeper flounder,
and small sea bass have dominated the
catches. Offshore fishing has slowed,
while the inshore wrecks are holding
some barracuda, giving anglers an op-
portunity to add a new species to their
catch list when the fish aren’t being
pursued by spearfishermen. Kevin
Quinn brought in a 30.5-pound gold-
en tilefish caught while deep dropping.
The shop will be hosting its annual
croaker tournament beginning on Aug.
23 and running through Sept. 8.

Donna Rae Roeske, at Captain
Steve’s Bait & Tackle, reported that the
flounder fishing is still holding up on
both sides of the Queen Sound bridge,
jumbo minnows and Gulp combina-
tions are still the top bait producers.
Gray trout are being caught off Chin-
coteague Point, with some fish coming
off Tom’s Cove. Peeler crabs and blood-
worms have been the top trout baits.
The whiting/kingfish bite has been
coming from around buoys 15, 14, and
13, with both real and artificial blood-

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worms putting these tasty panfish into
the cooler. Sharks are the main quarry
from the mouth of the inlet to buoy 6
and as far south as the Four Mouths
area. The surf off Assateague is produc-
ing mostly small panfish, a few Span-
ish mackerel, and sharks. Offshore an-
glers are still fishing the area around
the Parking Lot in search of dolphin/
mahi. On Blackfish Banks, flounder
fishing has slowed, with spadefish,
triggerfish, small black sea bass, and
a few tautogs showing up in the catch-
es. Larger black sea bass are coming
from the wrecks located 8 to 12 miles
offshore, according to Roeske.

Wachapreague - Captain Lind-
say Paul, of Trident Tackle, reports
that the inshore flounder fishing re-
mains steady, with some keeper-sized
fish and lots of throwbacks being en-
countered. Croaker and sand mullet/
whiting are mixed in with the floun-
der catches. Spanish mackerel are
still around just outside the inlet.
Some spadefish and cobia have come
from the structures near buoy 10, but
the flounder fishing has fallen off sub-
stantially. In the blue water, a few
dolphin and marlin have been caught,
but tuna remain scarce.

Lower Shore - Chris Snook, of
Chris’ Bait & Tackle, reported that
croaker numbers are picking up out of
especially near the Chimney and buoy
262. Spanish mackerel fishing remains
pretty good in the lower bay with a
nicer class of bluefish mixed in with
the macks. Spadefish action still con-
centrates around Plantation Light and
the fourth island of the bridge-tunnel.
Cobia action is still occurring around
buoys 16 and 13, but sharks still heav-
ily outweigh the number of cobia. Red
drum are being caught in the same
locations late in the afternoons/eve-
nings. Flounder are still being target-
ed around the fourth island and along

the bridge-tunnel span. The bayside
creeks and seaside inlets are seeing
increasing numbers of speckled trout.
Ribbonfish are being caught by troll-
ing as well as casting Got-Cha plugs
and Bill Lewis lures. One hot spot for
the ribbons has been off the Kiptopeke
Pier at night.

Jeb Brady, at Bailey’s Bait & Tack-
le, reported that the Spanish mackerel
fishing is still good with decent num-
bers caught last weekend. Cobia fishing
still remains strong around buoy 36-A
and along the bridge-tunnel, with big
red drum showing up in the evenings.
Shallow water fishermen are reporting
some nice sized speckled trot with a a
4-pound, 12-ounce speck brought in last
weekend. The Cape Charles pier is see-
ing an abundance of ribbonfish along
with some croakers. The Ditch and the
bridge-tunnel is where most anglers
are finding flounder.

Upper Shore - Captain Matt Abell,
at the Sea Hawk Sports Center, re-
ports that a recent charter produced
four cobia and three red drum releases
while fishing in the lower Chesapeake

Bay. Trolling out of Onancock has pro-
duced catches of Spanish mackerel,
with speckled trout and small rockfish
coming from the shallows. Flounder
fishing inside the inlets remains good,
considering how late it is in the sea-
son, but the flounder action has taken
a nosedive over the inshore wrecks.
A few tuna and wahoo have begun to
show up in the offshore catches, but
Abell noted that the offshore effort has
really slowed down.

Bill Hall was the first Eastern Shore resi-
dent to achieve Virginia Salt Water Mas-
ter Angler Status. He has been named
Virginia Saltwater Angler of the Year
and Virginia Saltwater Release Angler
of the Year. Bill is an 1.G.EA. Interna-
tional Committee Representative and a
longtime member of the Virginia Salt-
water Fishing Tournament Committee.
He is the Virginia Recreation Fishing
representative on the ASMFC Striped
Bass Management Panel and is a past re-
cipient of the CCAVA Virginia Outdoor
Writer Conservation Leadership Award.
